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Victim Kidnapped; Held at Gunpoint

On Friday, June 11, 2010 at approximately 2:35 AM, officers were dispatched to a report of a
alleged kidnapping. Jeremy London, 37, of Los Angeles, told police that on June 10, 2010 at
approximately 2:00 PM, he was attempting to change a flat tire on his vehicle in the 2500 block of N.
Palm Canyon when several men stopped to help him. After the tire was changed, he offered the
men a ride home. A short time later, he was held at gunpoint in the vehicle by one of the occupants.
The gunman forced London to drive to various locations throughout the city, purchase alcohol and
use illicit drugs.

Shortly before contacting police, London was able to escape from the vehicle. The suspects
stole London's vehicle, which was later recovered by the police in the Gateway Estates area of Palm
Springs. Brandon Adams, 26, of Palm Springs was arrested on Friday, June 11, 2010 for
Kidnapping, Possession of Stolen Property, and Vehicle Theft in connection with this case. Adams
was arraigned on June 15, 2010 and has been charged with Kidnapping, Robbery, Possession of
Stolen Property, Vehicle Theft, Carjacking. Enhancements for the use of a firearm during the
commission of a felony have been added. Adams is currently being held at the Larry D. Smith
Correctional Facility in Banning, CA. A photograph of Adams has been attached. Detectives are
continuing to investigate this case.
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
